Dear Parishioners:

Lk 6, 17-26  “ Blest are you poor, the reign of God is yours”.

Last Sunday we had a reflection about “an awareness of God in our life”. 
This Sunday let us have a sincere look at “what is happiness?  Is it a 
strange thing so powerful that captures any person whom it transforms 
into a complete holocaust?  

Everyone longs to be happy and to attain it in a lasting way forever! But 
how many will be happy in a lasting way? We can say, by our experience, 
that nobody can be completely happyas nobody like to be consumed into 
a completely holocaust. We know that our desires are never fully satisfied 
in this present life and nothing here will be lasting forever.

Let us observe in some human ways of life: There are people who want 
instant happiness They may say :” I am only young once, hence let me 
live it up!  Others search for happiness in  an affluent life. But what about 
getting old and finally facing the end?  

It  requires a sound philosophy  of life to obtain a happiness that fully 
satisfies human heart, which goes on searching restlessly. Christianity is 
such a philosophy (wisdom) of life.

Jeremia said that unhappy is the person  who trusts  in humans alone.  He 
compared such a person with shrub in the desert . Such a person can 
never have a lasting happiness. On the contrary  happy the person who 
trusts in the Lord. Such a person is like a fruitful tree planted beside 
water..

Saint Paul deals with our restless desire for more that reaches even 
beyond the grave. “If our hopes in Christ are limited to this life only, we 
are the most pitiable of men” Christianity is that philosophy of life which 
offers hope to our “restless heart till it rests in God “ ( St. Augustin.)

The eight Beatitudes we hear today loud and clear the magnificent 
charter guiding us to obtain our blessed lives in God. It helps us to obtain 
a complete and everlasting happiness we all are longing for.
