
FROM THE  PASTOR'S  DESK:

Dear Parishioners:

Lk "...This is my Son, my Chosen One, hear him.“

Lent is a precious time for all of us to experience how to pray. The Lord 

instructs his disciple how they are to pray: with economy, trust, and 

intimacy. Like making love, prayer is one of the things we all have to do 

on our own. Nobody can do it for us. We know that praying is speaking 

with God. Speaking with God is an intensely personal event.

We encounter two extremes that make prayer difficult: The first 

confuses prayer with our daily routine. Prayerful living is not to be 

identical with prayer. If getting through the day is the extent of our 

prayer life, prayer loses its distinctive character. We must have special 

time and even special place to pray, to be alone with God and nothing 

else can interrupt this precious activity with our Lord. The second 

extreme identifies prayer exclusively with surges of mysticism. A rapid 

pulse and wild transports of spiritual passion are not attractive to many 

people. 

Our prayer should be authentic, in the sense that it comes from our own 

soul with trust and intimacy to God. There is no need for us to posture 

before God or recite prayer written by a great saint which we think God 

will like to hear. Finally let us not forget that we must always be ready 

to await for the Lord's response. After a while, we will not be greeted by 

silence. His response is clear if we want to recognize and if we are 

ready to listen to him.
