From the Pastor's Desk

Dear Parishioners,

"He approached him and dressed his wounds" Lk 10, 25-37

We cannot love God without loving our neighbor, nor conversely is love
of neighbor possible without love of God. Love of God must motivate
us; otherwise we will confine our love to those we like, and eventually
behave like the priest and Levite in the Parable of the Good Samaritan.
This Samaritan parable we hear today reminds us a genuine
Christian behavior, a great command, the Lord wants us to live by.

It is often time when we see some one in need, a possible thought, a
strange one appears with all sorts of questions vibrating in our
minds.We see then a great deal of excuses not to have anything to do
with that one lying down there waiting for our rescue. Those excuses all
sound plausible to ourselves, specially there are more than enough
things to do to look after our own affairs right then, why bother with
this neighbor's troubles. So too had the Priest and Levite in this
Samaritan story. 

Further more we remember then that we have had to go through similar
hardship and nobody gave us a helping hand. We still remember that so
well. So we too would look away, passing by the miserable robbed and
beaten man. Why should we be expected to help?

We are living in a world which is growing daily further and further
away from God. We find people in every walk of life whose one purpose
is to get all they can out of this few short years here on earth. Everyone
seems to be in a hurry. No time for any thing else. It is a great sickness
very much contagious to all of us. We too don't have time enough to
approach any possible victim of any kind on our way of daily life to
dress his wounds.We all forget easily this story of the good Samaritan.

Lacking a genuine spiritual life, the true knowledge and the love of
God, love of neighbor would become a strange thing to many of us. A
waste of time? Don't bother and don't get involved? Will only reap
many unneeded troubles? Let each one of us have our own sincere
response to those questions.
