FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK:

Dear Parishioners:

Mt. 1, 18-24 "...The virgin shall be with a child and give birth to
a son, and they shall call him Emmanuel."

Matthew quotes Isaiah's oracle we hear this morning in

today's first reading :-  The birth of Christ from the Virgin

Mother, the perfect fulfillment of Isaiah's prophecy. It is

only in his Only Son, the Lord Jesus - God becomes a reality

in our life - "Emmanuel". That is the centre of what we

celebrate at Christmas.

Emmanuel means God is with us. He can only be with us

through our faith in Him. God approaches us and dwells in

us through his only Son, Jesus, who saves us from a

meaningless existence. God is willing to step into the

darkness of our confusion in life...... If we let Him enter.

We all know that our loneliness in life is the greatest threat

to our longing for happiness. It is clear that a person

alone, relying on his own autonomy, has no answers for

life's questions. A loner is an unhappy person. He is

unavoidably depressed, facing absurdity until he

understands the meaning of Emmanuel. Only the faith in

Jesus Christ can save him from himself. 

Time and again, Christmas reminds us of the mystery of

God made flesh. He came to our planet as one of us to

share in our human situation. Looking at it in this way, the

Christmas celebration, helps us to grow in faith and love, to

be in deeper communion with baby Jesus, our Lord and

Savior.
