FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK:

Dear Parishioners:

Mt 2,1-12 " We have seen his star in the east,and have come to
adore the Lord"

The Good News today describes beautifully about the three kings
from the east finding the infant Jesus with his mother Mary. As
soon as they caught a glimpse of the infant Jesus, they prostrated
themselves and gave him homage and presented him with 3 very
sugnificant gifts :  of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. These three
kings are remembered also as three Magi (wise men), three
astrologers (believers).

Gold signified royalty. By offering gold to the newborn Savior, the
Magi recognised him as a king or leader. Incense was used in
showing worship to God. In giving frankincense to the infant
Jesus, they acknowledged his divinity. Myrrh was an aromatic
balm used in burials. The Jews used to sprinkle it on corpses. By
offering myrrh to the infant Jesus, the three kings acknowledged
that one day he must die. They were acknowledging the human
nature of Christ as well as his divine nature. They were telling him
he was man as well as God. Myrrh was a reminder of his cross. 

In many eastern countries the feast of Epiphany is celebrated
with more solemnity than is Christmas itself. On Christmas day,
Christ revealed himself to the Jews, but on the feast of  the
Epiphany, Christ revealed himself to the Gentiles in the person
of the kings. The very word "epiphany" itself means "showing".
God manifesting himself in Jesus Christ is a light shining in the
darkness of the human condition. 

Jesus is the ruler who is to shepherd God's people. God's
Epiphany (self-manifestation) in Jesus Christ is for all! All should
join mankind's search for the Light of the World! Nothing is ever
the same again for those who have discovered his light. The
responsibility we bear is to let the divine light within us shine
through to others. The gospel of love, forgiveness and
redemption is not something to keep quiet about, but Good News
to announce to the world.
