Baptism Of The Lord
(A-2)

FROM THE PASTOR'S DESK:

Dear Parishioners:

"I should be baptized by you, yet you come to me!" Mt 3,13-17

Jesus himself didn't need a baptism of repentance, but by going to
John, Jesus set an example for others. Matthew relates Jesus’
baptism as another epiphany (manifestation) declaring that Jesus is
the servant of Yahweh. Matthew tries to depict Jesus’ call in life as
one of the Servant (as it is depicted in the first reading). 

As the Servant, the Lord Jesus is clearly manifested or understood
as "the man for others". Jesus is there for you and for me indeed.
A servant is there to serve! Serious and mature person understands
that only a life of service is a meaningful life. So let our calling in
life be measured in our personal capabilities and the circumstances
of time and milieu as a servant.

Jesus lived our human life as a servant to serve us in such a way
that our debts were forgiven and our slate was wiped clean. His
Gospel brings us not only spiritual freedom but also liberation
from oppressive social, economic and political structures. 

The Lord served us to release us from all the forces that can
paralyze our ability to speak the truth, live justly and love
thoroughly. He serves us bringing to us the more radical and
personal kind of liberation that frees us from the power of sin. It
unties whatever holds us in bondage and releases the power of the
Holy Spirit in our lives.

The baptism we all received after Christ is one of life-generating
power of the Spirit. By that we are to continue Christ's ministry:
His healing and preaching work. Jesus’ curing of lepers for
example, represented a mission to outcasts, to those swollen in
pain, to those the law cannot cleanse, to people at the margins of
society. That mission of Jesus remains an imperative for us. We are
all called to break down those humanly imposed divisions among
us and open the structures of our society and Church to the life-
generating power of the Spirit, the true freedom of children of
God.
